Rockbridge Habitat, founded in 

1989, exists to serve hard-working 

families in our community by partner-

ing with them to provide safe, decent, 

and affordable housing that meets their 

needs. We also serve local churches by 

providing missions and outreach op-

portunities. Rockbridge Habitat relies 

on the faithful support of R.E. Lee Me-

morial and other area churches to help 

us realize these goals. Since its incep-

tion, Rockbridge Habitat has con-

structed 44 homes and now completes 

four to five new homes annually. Our 

44 partner families, with their 75 chil-

dren, have a stable environment to 

grow as a family, a room to study and 

advance, and a place to retire with 

family. In short, these families have 

attained the dream of homeownership, 

a dream that often seemed out of reach  

òPraised be you, My Lord, with all your creatures, especially Sir Brother Sun. 

Praised be you, My Lord, through Sister Moon and the Stars. 

Praised Be You, My Lord, through Sister Wateré 

through our Sister Mother Earth.ó 

 

These words of prayer written by Saint Francis of Assisi are very con-

nected to both the natural world and the spiritual world. The Hebrew 

Scriptures and New Testament also give Christians insight into the nexus 

of faith and stewardship of our planet.  

The debate over climate change or òglobal warmingó becomes irrelevant for 

us as Christians when we read Scripture and realize the responsibility God places 

on us to be stewards of his creation. òThroughout the country that you hold as a 

possession, you must provide for the redemption of the land.ó Leviticus 25:23-24. 

If, then, Christianity is eco-compatible, what does it mean to have guardian-

ship or stewardship of our oceans, our animals, our deserts, our rivers, our for-

estsñall that we call Sister Mother Earth? To put it simply:

Additionally, since the disastrous 

earthquake in Haiti, Rockbridge Habi-

tat and the W&L Habitat Chapter have 

contributed $6,000 to Habitat for Hu-

manity Internationalõs recovery efforts 

in response to that tragic event.

Second, significant and 

sustained financial support comes from 

your congregation, through pulpit ap-

peals, collections, annual budgets and 

your endowment.  Third, your prayers 

of support have guided Habitat as it 

carries out Godõs work here in our 

community. For all of this, Rockbridge 

Habitat is grateful. Habitat looks for-

ward to a future working together with 

your congregation in order to lend 

helping hands to our neighbors in 

need.

Rockbridge Habitat gives partner 

families a hand-up, not a hand-out. 

The families build their homes with 

the support of volunteers from 

church congregations, schools, ser-

vice groups and individuals. This 

volunteer support  

helps to lower the cost of these 

homes. Partner families pay for their 

home with a 20- to 30-year, zero-

interest mortgage that covers the cost 

of land and house construction. As 

the families pay back the mortgage, 

the funds are re-used to build addi-

tional houses in the community. This 

partner family model encourages 

Rockbridge Habitatõs homeowners to 

take an interest in their homes, to 

take responsibility for those homes, 

and to realize what a special opportu-

nity their community has given them. 

Rockbridge Habitat also tithes an-

nually to Habitat International, with 

all funds used to build homes over-

seas. Since 1989, Rockbridge Habi-

tatõs contributions of more than 

$56,000 have been used to build
