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Our Meditation Garden & Labyrinth:  

Twelve Reasons to Have a Labyrinth, Part 1

For nearly 40 years, the people of our area 

have turned to the Rockbridge Area Relief As-

sociation (RARA) in difficult times. RARA is 

committed to assisting residents who have 

exhausted all other sources of aid. 

The RARA Food Pantry serves approxi-

mately 500-525 families each month. RARA 

serves clients with payment of shelter, essential 

utilities, and other needs.  

This assistance is available because of the 

generosity of the churches and citizens of Rock-

bridge County. 

1. The Labyrinth is traditional 

The labyrinth goes back 5,000 years or more. Beginning in the Middle Ages, Christianity adopted the labyrinth as a symbol, 

changing the design to imbue it with specifically Christian meaning. For almost a thousand years there has been an identi-

fiable Christian labyrinth tradition. This movement reached its peak at Chartres Cathedral, in France, with the installation of 

an elegant labyrinth into the nave floor in 1201 during the construction of the magnificent new Gothic structure. In our mod-

ern world we have lost touch with our origins, our roots, even our true identity. The labyrinth is the bridge that connects us 

to these things, to a long-forgotten part of ourselves. That's why it touches people very deeply, often in a way they can't 

verbalize, as the context itself is ancient. 

2. The Labyrinth is contemporary 

There is scant record of how the labyrinth was originally used, other than for rituals during Easter and possibly pilgrimage experiences. There-

fore, a new format has been adopted, to serve our modern needs. Whereas today the labyrinth is democratic, and available to anyone who would 

walk it, in the past it may have been reserved for ritual use by the clergy. 

Walking a Sacred Path: Rediscovering the Labyrinth as a Spiritual Tool, by The Reverend Dr. Lauren Artress, has been helpful in suggesting 

ways to make the labyrinth relevant. Borrowing three steps described in the early Middle Ages, she applies them to the stages of walking the laby-

rinth. They are: purgation (releasing and shedding as we walk towards the center); illumination (resting in the center to receive inspiration), and 

union (returning to our lives with a new awareness).  

Carole Ann Camp, co-author of Labyrinths From the Outside In: Walking to Spiritual Insight, A Beginner's Guide, expands the process to seven 

steps: preparation, invocation, goin in, staying in the center, returning to the world, thanksgiving, and reflection.  

Camp's co-author, Donna Schaper, writes, "One of the key reasons people walk labyrinths today is to have the experience of the simultaneity of 

past and present. In walking the labyrinth we link with other cultures and eras. We also link body and soul; we simultaneously have a physical and 

spiritual experience.  The journey is one foot after another, and it is a path to the holy place inside us."  

3. Updating spirituality with the Labyrinth 

The labyrinth is an ideal spiritual tool which can be used to reach people who don't relate to the church as an institution. The labyrinth is per-

sonal, generic, and meaningful. It also helps to build community. Updating spirituality means creating new forms, new formats, new rituals. Be-

cause the labyrinth is generic by nature, it can easily be adapted to uses such as meditation, weddings, memorial services, use by women's 

groups, AIDS and 12-step support groups, troubled teenagers, abuse victims, cancer patients, and in many other ways for which spiritual input  

is beneficial.

New Signs Offer Welcome 
You may have noticed the new ñEpiscopal Church Welcomes Youò signs at the four en-

trances to Lexington.  You may also have wondered, ñWhy in the world is that sign THERE?ò  A 

few words of explanation may help. First, the City of Lexington does not permit such signs in the 

city limits. While the county had no such restrictions, VDOT has very definite ones. Any signs 

have to be placed out of the VDOT right-of-way (which varies greatly from within one mile of 

highway) and landowners must give permission. 

We had no difficulty in meeting those requirements at the west entrance to Lexington.  Dick 

and Franny Corrington generously agreed to allow us to place a sign just outside the city limits 

next to Sixty West.  South and east of Lexington we discovered that VDOT owns a very wide 

right-of-way dating to the 1950s when it was thought that I-81 might be placed approximately 

where the Rt. 11 By-pass is located and that large cloverleaf ramps would be necessary at the 

intersection with Rt. 11 South and Rt. 60 East. Chuck Barger graciously agreed to allow a sign 

next to a billboard on his property on Rt. 60 east of town. It was necessary to go as far south as 

we did on Rt. 11 to be beyond the VDOT right-of-way. A landowner closer to town was willing to 

allow a sign on his property but his land is under easement with the Virginia Outdoors Founda-

tion and they disallowed it. Fortunately Sarah Cunningham was willing to let us place a sign on 

her property near Rooster Ruleyôs Garage. 

At the north entrance to Lexington we were fortunate that the Maury Service Authority 

agreed to allow us to place a sign at their disused pump station. 

Thanks go to Steve Grist who helped word the contract that we entered into with the four 

landowners; to Buster Lewis who helped find a location north of town; to Jerry Nay who con-

sulted on the design of the signposts; to Mark Jones at Rails End who fabricated the signposts; 

and to Richard Carter and Mike Southers, handymen extraordinaire who used an auger to dig 

holes three feet deep (!) and set the posts in cement.  Richard is a co-owner of Hermanôs Pro-

duce on 60 east. Please express your appreciation to him if you are shopping there.  He do-

nated his services. 

Finally, in case youôre wondering why we bothered to place to signs at all, it is an effort to 

invite travelers to come worship and to remind local residents that we are a welcoming parish.
