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Spotlight on Mission: Yellow Brick Road

Several years ago the Episcopal Church USA selected Yellow Brick Road Early
Learning Center (YBR) to become part of its Jubilee Ministry Program. For many,
many years YBR, a United Way agency, has benefited enormously from the generos-
ity of R. E. Lee Church and its parishioners. In fact, without the critical support from
the church, YBR in its present form simply would not exist. Today the Yellow Brick
Road program is housed in a wonderful new facility where it hopes to continue pro-
viding critical pre-school education and day-care services for the community.

Yellow Brick Road Early Learning Center, Inc. is a 501 C(3) non-profit organiza-
tion dedicated to providing developmentally-appropriate early education programs for
children from birth to age six in a loving, nurturing environment. Established in 1977,
YBR has served more than 1,500 children and families
in the Rockbridge community with quality, affordable
care. YBR offers many scholarships and financial subsi-
dies to approximately 50 percent of its students in order
to be accessible to working families in the area. Without
YBR many families would simply be without quality
childcare so critical to their working lives and peace of mind.

YBR is fully licensed to serve up to 90 children, operating year-round, five days a
week, from 7:15 a.m. to 5:45 p. m. Y
trained teachers. YBR provides separate education programs for infants, toddlers, two-
year-olds, preschool three-year-olds, and pre-kindergarten four- and five-year-olds.

YBR has adopted the Creative Curriculum, a play-based learning program approved
by the Virginia Department of Education, for all its children. This program is corre-
|l ated with Virginiabs Foundation
Mathematics, Science and History, and Social Science. YBR provides two home
cooked meals to every child every day.
