Chair, Property Committee 

http://www.releechurch.org


 

Spotlight on Mission:  

Rockbridge Area Transportation System  

 

RATS offers safe and affordable trans-

portation for residents of the Rockbridge 

Area, especially those who are elderly, have 

special needs or have no other transporta-

tion.  Using a fleet of seven sedans and 

eight wheelchair-accessible vans, RATS 

regularly operates weekdays between 8 

a.m. and 5 p.m. 

With a single phone call, anyone in the area can schedule a ride for critical errands, 

medical care, employment or participation in local events. 

But for some people, a ride is more than a distance traveled. In a sprawling rural com-

munity that is home to many elderly, low income or unemployed individuals and people with 

disabilities, it is easy to be isolated – and RATS helps to prevent this.  For some of our rid-

ers, contact with the world outside their household may be so limited that interaction with 

RATS dispatchers and drivers is a major social event.  Brightening their days and providing 

a little special assistance in the course of routine travel is important and rewarding work. 

People on limited budgets pay only 40 percent of the actual cost of their transportation, 

and the difference is made up through the generosity of individuals and organizations, in-

cluding R. E. Lee Church and the Gadsden Endowment.  One member of R. E. Lee even 

donated a no-longer-needed car which now is a useful member of the RATS fleet. 

The church is also partnering with RATS to provide transportation to services on Sunday 

morning for residents at Kendal.  If the program is successful, it may be expanded to include 

members of other congregations. 

Continuing our current services and growing to meet the broader transportation needs of 

our community are priorities of the RATS volunteer Board of Directors.  We look forward to 

working with the local governments, employers, organizations and social service agencies to 

further improve the quality of life for all the citizens of the Rockbridge Area.

Sudan in Crisis ñHow Can We Help?  

A report from the recent conference of the American Friends of the Episcopal Church in Sudan (AFRECS) 

The most important thing people can do to help Sudan ―is focus their efforts on building indigenous institutions including primary and secondary 

schools and colleges, with connections to funding sources outside Sudan,‖ according to Andrew Natsios, professor of the Practice of Diplomacy at 

Georgetown University and longtime worker for Sudan.   

Building these institutions will enable the Sudanese to learn management and organizational skills while educating their children, and it will keep 

them and us from focusing on points of conflict in their country and taking sides which is destabilizing rather than productive. The North and the 

South, whether or not they become two separate countries in January 2011, must learn to live as neighbors. 

In the Diocese of Southwestern Virginia, we continue to raise funds for the community-based Marc Nikkel School in Maar, Sudan and to support 

special projects of the Episcopal Province of Sudan, such as the rehabilitation of a guest house on church property to provide income for the Suda-

nese church and the retirement of the church’s debt incurred during years of civil war when there was no income. 

Here at R. E. Lee Church, we recently raised $600 at a yard sale to benefit the Marc Nikkel School. We’re currently helping six Sudanese stu-

dents in Roanoke with tuition scholarships. They, in turn, will be able to provide better for their brothers and sisters in Sudan by offering their skills 

and informed advice and sending funds. One of these students, David Nicodemus, completed a two-year degree this past May and came to visit us 

on Pentecost before staring a two-month visit home to Sudan. After worshipping with us, he wrote: ―I really enjoyed staying with you all in Lexington 

last Sunday…May almighty God bless you and extend your years so that you can help other individuals like me who come into your life…May you 

live long to see me helping others in the future. Thank you everyone over there in Lexington and I love you all.‖   

The discussion at AFRECS (American Friends of the Episcopal Church in Sudan) confirmed that our Sudan mission work is a positive direction. 

It also puts us into a new mode. Partnering with our Sudanese brothers and sisters gives us, in the words of the Rt. Rev. Paul Marshall, Bishop of 

the Diocese of Bethlehem, PA,  ―a kind of unity with Christ that [we haven’t] experienced…as a group.‖  It’s transforming for both partners.   

So we are called upon to strengthen our commitment! In order to stay closer to the Marc Nikkel School, our diocese has entered a partnership 

with Project Education Sudan, a not-for-profit based in Denver, CO. This partnership is encouraged by the Rev. Bol Deng who no longer can pro-

vide us with on-site knowledge of the school management. PES is working with Sudanese communities on four schools, one of which is Marc Nik-

kel Primary. Not only does PES visit the schools once a year, but it also has an employee, Panther Kelei, a Sudanese who visits the schools regu-

larly and reports to PES monthly. Our diocese will receive a copy of the report and can communicate with Kelei through PES in return for paying a 

part of his salary.  

Our parish Sudan Mission Group is planning our celebration of the Feast of Marc Nikkel in early September. Look in the August C&C and follow-

ing bulletins for ways you can help. Let us pray and work harder for Sudan and in particular for the teachers and students at the Marc Nikkel School 

and for the Sudanese students in Roanoke who are equally anxious to educate themselves to be of better assistance to Sudan!
