A Book Study: ―What’s the Least that I can Believe and Still be a Christian?‖  

A Guide to What Matters Most  

9:15 in the Welles Room

Spotlight on Mission 

Meals for Shut-Ins 
 

Thirty years ago this summer, Meals for 

Shut-Ins, originally a mission of R.E. Lee 

Church, became a community organization, 

incorporating as a Virginia not-for-profit 

corporation. Since 1981, many residents of 

Lexington have received warm, healthy, 

noon-time meals delivered five days a week 

by dedicated volunteers. 

The mission of Meals for Shut-Ins remains 

constant — to enable those who live alone and 

are, for reasons of age or disability, unable to 

prepare adequate meals for themselves, to 

remain in their homes. This month we are 

bringing meals to 40 of our neighbors, the 

largest number in many years. We have, in 

fact, reached our limit and have established a 

waiting list. 

Continuation of this ministry at our 

present, and needed, level requires, as 

always, volunteer and financial support. 

R.E. Lee Memorial Church has, from the 

start of the program in the 1970s, been 

generous in providing both. 

Most of our volunteers drive a regular 

route one day a week. They pick up their 

meals at the hospital around 11:15 and 

generally complete their route in an hour or 

less. In addition to bringing food, they 

provide a bit of human contact to people who 

live alone and look forward to their 

visits. Other volunteers serve as substitute 

drivers, stepping in when a regular driver is 

away. This is a particularly valuable service 

as the summer months approach. 

As a completely volunteer organization, 

Meals for Shut-Ins has minimal 

administrative costs. About 95 percent of 

each contribution goes directly to the 

provision of meals. While some of those we 

serve pay the cost of their meals, there is no 

requirement that they do so, and we are 

dependent on financial support from United 

Way, this and other churches, and 

individuals. The cost of the meals, prepared 

by the hospital, has increased in each of the 

last two years and is expected to do so 

again in the fall.

Stewardship Vignettes 
                                 ...or How Sacrificial Giving Has Kept Our Church Alive 
 
 

Operation Golden Rule 
Another in a Series by Doug Cumming 

Christian giving, whatever else it demands of us, asks one of 
the deepest questions: Who am I? This hard question comes up 
because it is not primarily money, which is an exchangeable 
abstraction with Caesar’s image on it, but our distinct individual 
time and talent that we give. We give who we are, gifts that have 
no substitute. 

Members of R.E. Lee Church volunteer a wealth of talent to 
the work of the church. Professors, heads of foundations, 
professional fund-raisers, military colonials, retired Episcopal 
priests, doctors, lawyers, former university presidents — the 
parish benefits from such high-level skill sets. But the best giving 
really comes not from those professional labels, but from singular 
individuals inside whatever labels have trapped them, often 
struggling in retirement to break out of the label by discerning 
―Who am I, after all?‖ and ―What can I give back?‖ 

Uncas McThenia was an award-winning teacher of 
―contracts and remedies‖ at the Washington and Lee School of 
Law for 34 years before his retirement in 2001.  But his 
―vocational focus‖ began shifting in those years, away from 
traditional legal-education goals toward marginalized folks — the 
homeless, union strikers, coal miners with black lung disease, 
women in federal prison, the dying, the grieving. As chairman and 
consulting editor of a progressive Episcopal magazine, called The 
Witness, McThenia was drawn to the writings of a lay theologian-
lawyer named William Stringfellow. From Stringfellow’s Christian 
critique of just about everything Americans tend to accept as a 
pretty nice arrangement of things, McThenia often summoned up 
biblical terms like demonic ―powers and  principalities‖ to suggest 
that our beloved institutions and traditions, including the legal 
profession and the whole academic mindset, weren’t really so 
great. They were, like us, fallen creatures, but worse — created 
by man. 

At a two-day conference McThenia convened at the School 
of Law in 1995 on ―The Legacy of William Stringfellow,‖ who had 
died 10 years earlier, theologians and legal scholars tussled over 
the rankling conflicts between the law, social justice and the 
gospel. In a six-DVD set of that conference, you can see 
McThenia’s respect for those engaged in these difficult questions, 
and his own struggle to hear people’s stories and God’s grace 
against the powers and principalities of the modern age. A year 
later, he edited a collection of essays on Stringfellow, Radical 
Christian and Exemplary Lawyer. 

―It is the community of the baptized — the generic church — 
that has a vision of what the future under God’s reign will be like,‖ 
he wrote in his essay in that book. ―Baptism creates a people 
dedicated to the vision of a world redeemed. The discernment — 
about any matter whatever -– that is given and exercised in that 
relationship is conscience.‖  

McThenia is an active member of R.E. Lee, our gathered 
―community of the baptized,‖ where his gentle, gravelly voice 

enriches discussions of scripture and his rumpled, athletic solidity 
was added to the muscle power the church brought for eight trips 
to post-Katrina New Orleans. Those trips were an outpouring of 
empathetic grunt-labor initiated by another member of the parish, 
Jerry Nay. 

Jerry Nay was the commander of an Air Force squadron of  
C-130s, the military transport aircraft called Hercules. A 1955 
graduate of the Naval Academy, he made full colonel after 
various Cold War postings overseas, moved to Lexington for a job 
with the Air Force ROTC program at VMI, then in 1977, at age 45, 
he ―retired.‖ In truth, his retirement cleared the decks for him to 
take on a never-ending series of projects, wherever he saw a 
need, following his own can-do rules. A forthright, robust figure, 
Jerry has a lot of practical skills such as team management, 
engineering, and draftsmanship, while his military background 
tends toward leadership, discipline and good order. 

At the end of August, 2005, Hurricane Katrina plowed 
hugely, catastrophically, up the Gulf of Mexico packing 175 mph 
winds. In New Orleans, residents were ordered out, and 
thousands of those who couldn’t evacuate were herded into the 
clammy Superdome. After the horror seemed over, the nightmare 
began. Levies gave way, and whole neighborhoods became flood 
scenes with desperate pleas for rescue from rooftops. Television 
camera lenses, spattered with raindrops that could’ve been tears, 
followed the story. Like many around the country, Jerry Nay 
watched the scenes on TV in disbelief. 

At a Sunday service at R.E. Lee soon after this, he was 
given a chance to address the congregation about doing 
something to help New Orleans. All he can recall about that little 
speech was that he said his heart had been moved to do 
something and, well, he was going to go down there and do it. 

A verse from Isaiah: “Then I heard the voice of the Lord 
saying, „Whom shall I send? And who will go for us?‟ And I said, 
„Here am I. Send Me!‟” 

The last time Nay had been in New Orleans was in 1955, on 
his honeymoon with Ann. But he is the sort of person who, when 
he takes on a mission, does it. People in the church knew that, for 
almost immediately, congregants began donating money to what 
Nay dubbed — in military fashion -– Operation Golden Rule. 
Close to $20,000 and a van were donated by the time Jerry and 
Ann Nay were heading down to New Orleans, two months after 
the deluge hit. They had replaced the back seats of the van with 
plywood to support about $5,000 worth of non-perishable food 
and brand new household items. They called this their 
―Pathfinder‖ trip, Nov. 1-6. 

 “. . . and the dove came back to him in the evening, and 
there in its beak was a freshly plucked olive leaf; so Noah knew 
that the waters had subsided from the earth.”
