Spotlight on Mission:  

The Parishôs Mission Emergency Fund  
 

The Mission Emergency Fund is a line-item in the church’s outreach budget. It is de-

signed to provide a quickly accessible source of funds for persons experiencing an emer-

gency. Loss of utilities and eviction notices prompt the majority of requests. 

This fund is the very last safety net after other resources (RARA, Social Services) are 

exhausted. 

Decisions are made in consultation with RARA and other churches who have similar pro-

grams. This enables us to share costs and to be more effective in serving those in need. 

These are difficult economic times, and the working poor, those on disability, and those 

facing unexpected emergencies are turning increasingly to churches for assistance. This 

fund enables us to meet some of these needs. 

Scott Beebe to speak on green initiative 
 The Green Committee will sponsor a talk by Scott Beebe on Wednesday, November 9 at  

7 p.m.. Beebe will speak on Washington and Lee’s initiative to achieve carbon neutrality. He is 

overseeing the installation of Virginia’s largest solar energy system at W&L’s parking deck. 

 Scott Beebe has been at Washington and Lee since 1975, working in the Facilities Man-

agement Department for the last 35 years. During that time, he has been involved in both con-

struction, and maintenance and operations. As Director of Facilities and Energy Management, 

Scott chairs the Energy Usage Task Force and manages the 2010 Energy Initiatives campus- 

wide.

A New Church Beautification Project:  

Join Us in Walking a Sacred Path  

What happens when walking a labyrinth? 

    A labyrinth walk varies from person to person.  Most com-

monly people report a sense of peace, relaxation, and well 

being.  Some report emotional healing, such as dealing with 

grief or contemplating one’s next step in life.  Labyrinths are 

thought to restore a sense of equilibrium and balance, which 

can be especially helpful when our lives seem overburdened 

or out of kilter. 

   Walking the labyrinth is basically in three parts: releasing 

on the way in, receiving in the center, and returning.  Prior to entering one thinks 

about whether this time is for simple communion with our Lord, or is there a 

problem or concern weighing on our mind.  Or, are we seeking clarity on some 

aspect of our life?  Leaving the center of the labyrinth, symbolically and sometimes 

actually, you are taking back out into the world that which you have received. 

The labyrinth takes us out of our busy lives and pressures and gives us time to 

be with ourselves and our God in a focused way.  As we walk quietly our minds 

and emotions calm and we find ourselves listening in a different way.   

There is no particular experience that is supposed to happen when walking the 

labyrinth nor is there a right or wrong way to walk it.  It can be different for each 

individual and each time you walk but the effects of the labyrinth are cumula-

tive—the more you walk the greater the benefits.
