He has also studied at the American
Foundation for Religion and Psychiatry and
has completed the Church Development
Institute program.

He is a founding member and the first
president of the National Network of Epis-
copal Clergy Association’s Diocese of Con-
necticut chapter and also is a director on
NNECA's National board.

Building up the Bodg of Christ

Interim is defined as the period of time between. We are currently in the point of
the church year between Christmas and Easter, between the celebrations of the birth
and the resurrection of Jesus—the time our Lord shared our humanity while walking
this earth. In our parish life, we are in the time between rectors. We have called an
interim rector who will lead us in this time between.

Just as the time between for Jesus was filled with activity, so too, this next year
will be for us. We have the opportunity to reflect on where we are and discern where
we’d like to be. What qualities does our parish have that we value and wish to con-
tinue? What areas of ministry do we do well and where do we need to be strength-
ened? As we work with our interim priest to achieve our goals, we are actively pre-
paring for the new rector. We are living and growing as individuals and as a parish
family.

Our Wednesday evening Lenten series “Reconciled by Grace” explores ways we
might be reconciled one to another and to the God we worship. How are we, person-
ally and corporately, open to bringing harmony to our community? How close is our
vision of thy kingdom come, thy will be done to reality? Is the way we welcome and
live into our faith reconciling or dividing?

On March 4, our Education for Ministry group will offer a Quiet Morning to
guide our reflection on the parable of the Prodigal Son. We are all offered God’s
unconditional love and grace. Our current Sunday Gospel readings focus on heal-
ing—Jesus healing the man with an unclean spirit, His healing of the leper and the
curing of the fever in Simon’s mother-in-law.

Just as we confess and repent each week for things done and left undone, we
recognize that reconciliation begins on an individual level. We all fall short and
need to be reconciled with our heavenly father. As the Prodigal Son returned and
was received by his father, so too can we change the direction of our life and that of
our parish community to be more in line with God’s hopes for us. Through prayer
and love for one another we can be healed and like the leper, we can spread the word
of reconciliation that is ours to claim.

There is work to be done as we unite and build up the body of Christ. Our bap-
tismal covenant calls us to carry on Christ’s work of reconciliation in the world.
How will your embrace of this promise be reflected in our life together?
